It’s  really simple and prepares 
applicants for the real-world aspects of designing. The winning designs are the ones with the most 
votes. 

Once the winners are announced their designs are then  manufactured by Launch Fashion Initiative 
and made store-ready, complete with the designers label sewn in. Thus a star is born.

Throughout the process the designer remains in complete control of their garments and everything 
is one hundred per cent Australian owned and made.  All at  no cost to the designer. In fact  the 
designer recieves a percentage of the profits made by the sale of their  product. Just like a real 
designer would.

This program is a world first and Australian designers are rallying behind Launch Fashion Initiative 
eager to see the trickle-down-effect onto the rest of the Australian fashion industry.

Launch Initiative fully supports and encourages the public to become interactive with the Launch 
Fashion  community  and  hosts  forums  where  members  can  chat  with  each  other,  and  other 
Australian designers for advice about the fashion industry.
